Full Disclosure.   Requires sales price disclosure of property to assist the assessors with their responsibility to determine market value for taxation purposes.  Senate Local Government on Wednesday 2/21.
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H 61*
Inmate, propel bodily fluid/waste.   Senate 3rd Reading
H 63*
Vessel, DUI, child endanger/injury.  Senate 3rd Reading
H 65a*
Assault/battery, certain officers. Makes if a felony to batter a judge, jailer or peace officer irrespective of whether such person is on duty or not.  House 3rd Reading
H151
Public records/discovery procedures.  Specifies that public records shall not supplement, augment, substitute or supplant discovery procedures in federal or state criminal, civil or administrative proceedings.  ACTIVE SUPPORT.  House Judiciary.

Records/prosecuting attorney/no disclosure. Exempts the files of prosecuting attorneys from public disclosure. ACTIVE SUPPORT. House Judiciary.

Public Defender Reimbursement. Reverses a Court of Appeals decision that concluded that a court could not order an individual to reimburse for the use of a public defender.  Senate Passed to House Judiciary

Clarifies certain election procedures including the method of voting for presidential and vice presidential electors, of voting for a write-in candidate on an optical scan voting machine, and providing additional criteria for approval of voting machines. Absentee ballots, application.  Specifies a time when an application for an absentee ballot must have been received; and to provide for the counting of absentee ballots received on election day.  House St Affairs on 2-23-01  SUPPORT

Candidates, ballot listing, order.  Provides that the Secretary of State shall complete a random ordering of letters of the alphabet to govern the order of candidates listed on the ballot. House St Affairs on 2-23-01   SUPPORT

Emergency Communications Preservation Act.  Preserves the capability of amateur radio operators within Idaho to provide radio communications in times of emergency and disaster. The bill specifies that local units of  government cannot enact rules or ordinances not in conformity to federal law. Additionally, local ordinances and rules based on health, safety and aesthetic considerations must reasonably accommodate amateur radio communications.  H Loc Gov

H233
Insurers/certain/invest real estate. Specifies the maximum aggregate amount of real estate which may be invested by a domestic reciprocal insurer comprised of and exclusively insuring members who are political

subdivisions of the state.  ACTIVE SUPPORT

H245
Vessel, DUI, arrest.  Will allow officers to handle marine "Operating Under the Influence" violations the same as the road counterpart of "Driving Under the Influence," when the officer did not witness the violation.

H246
Police officer/killed/death benefit. Provides for the payment of death benefits to family members of a law enforcement officer who is killed in the performance of duty.  House Judiciary

H250
Reckless endangerment, penalty.  Creates a new misdemeanor of reckless endangerment.  H Jud
H257
Domestic septage disposal dist.   Authorizes counties to establish regional domestic septage disposal districts.  House 2nd Reading
H268
 Abandonment of Public Rights of Way. Representative JoAn Wood introduced a bill in the House Transportation Committee on 2-14-01 that clarifies the process for validation of RS2477 rights-of-way.  House 2nd Reading.

H280
U.S. purchase land, county commissions.  Requires the U.S. to coordinate its real property acquisitions with the board of county commissioners of the county in which the land is located, to the maximum extent possible.

HCR10
Property tax laws, certain, study. Authorizes a committee to complete a study of the process of taxation of residential real property and appraisal methodologies utilized by the 44 county assessors.   Senate State Affairs
S 1042 Noxious Weed Management.  Requires a weed management plan be submitted and recorded on the plat of a new subdivision before approval. Senate Amending Order 

S1120
Private prisons, regulation.  Provides for written contracts, that cities and counties may authorize housing of certain prisoners; prohibits housing of certain prisoners; clarifies requirements and limitations on cities and counties in contracting with private prison contractors; provides for licensing; authorizes housing of certain out-of-state prisoners subject to review and approval by the Department of Correction; provides for reimbursement of costs, for recovery of costs of prosecution and for rules. Senate Judiciary

S1140
Irrigation Water Running Over Roadways:  Provides that persons who run water over public roadways, either by flooding or sprinkler irrigation, without first constructing ditches to ensure that the same water does not strike such roadways, shall be guilty of an infraction for the first offense and a misdemeanor for each subsequent offense.  Additionally, persons shall not be charged if the flooding is the result of mechanical or climatic circumstances.   Senate Transportation

Drug pusher registration:  Requires local and annual registration, notification of change of address or name, relating to individuals with repeat felony drug convictions to be kept in a Central Registry and to allow public access of such records.  Senate Judiciary

Cities, annexation, procedures:  Rep. Tillman’s bill provides procedures for annexation of adjacent territory by cities and guidelines; provides for involuntary annexation, for elections, that the area proposed for annexation shall not exceed ten percent of the area within the current incorporated limits of the city and that in lieu of annexation, a city may provide services by entering into contracts with owners of property in the vicinity of the city, provided the recipients pay for such services. S1160
Property tax exemption/charitable low-income housing: Provides an exemption from property tax for qualified charitable housing organizations.  Senate Local Government.  We are working to determine the fiscal impact.  There is a concern that owners of these properties would not have to comply with the charitable qualification only being a 501(c)(3) and receive subsidy from the state or federal government.

Municipal annexation/landowner consent:  Rep. Gagner’s bill provides for notice and hearing within the area to be annexed, preparation and presentation of a four-point annexation plan by the city, judicial review, disclosure, and a ten-year review/renegotiation of area of city impact. Senate Local Government and Taxation.
S1065
Dairy Farms-Livestock Waste: Provides that a dairy farm owner or operator who enters into an agreement with another person for the receipt of the dairy farm’s livestock waste shall state the terms of the agreement in a written contract, and shall submit the written contract, together with a nutrient management plan, to the Department of Agriculture. Senate Agricultural Affairs.  SUPPORT

S1066 
Dairy Farms: Requires dairy farms to have a permit or license to divert water and that if a dairy farm fails to comply with the permit or license to diver water within ninety days, said director or his agent shall revoke the permit authorizing the sale of milk for human consumption. Senate Agricultural Affairs.   SUPPORT

S1067
Dairy Farms: Requires new and expanding dairy farms to obtain a planning and zoning siting permit and present evidence of adequate water supply prior to being issued a permit from the Department of Agriculture to sell milk for human consumption.  New or expanding dairy farms, under this legislation, must also maintain compliance with the siting and water permit to continue to sell milk for human consumption. Senate Agricultural Affairs.
