DEQ – Watershed Inventory and Assessment – Mark Cook

The Department of Environmental Quality recently completed a watershed assessment and inventory for the City of Moscow.  The inventory contains several issues that require additional consideration on the part of the City prior to final draft acceptance.  Staff will discuss the inventory and potential courses of action with Public Works/Finance.

Ordinance Amending Mayor and Council Salaries – Gary J. Riedner

Moscow City Code 1-8-1 sets the process for amendment of salaries for elected officials. The code states that salary adjustments shall take place every two years. That code further states that such adjustment shall be made in accordance with the Consumer Price Index. During the FY2002 budget process, it was the Council consensus to adjust the annual Council salaries in proportion to the Consumer Price index (from $5,880 to $6,240), however, in light of the work demands of the Mayor’s office, the Council proposed to increase the Mayor’s annual salary from $11,760 to $18,000. This action requires the amendment of MCC 1-8-1 and 1-8-2 in accordance with the attached draft ordinance.
