The full Council and sub-committee meetings are open to the public.

The full Council will meet every 2 months. 

Sub-Committees will meet every month or more often as needed.  

The sub-committees will bring forward issues and action items for approval of the 

full Council.

A written report from each sub-committee will be due 3 times a year to the full Council.

The Council will produce an annual report
