Adelphia Cabletelevision Franchise Extension  Request – Randy Fife
The cable television franchise agreement Adelphia has with the City of Moscow, Idaho and the City of Pullman, Washington will expire December 31, 2001, at midnight.  Although negotiations and preparations for franchise renewal have been occurring for some time, it is the opinion of both city attorneys and their consultant that a six-month extension of the current franchise with all of its conditions will facilitate the resolution of the matter.  Adelphia representatives agree with the term and the conditions of the extension.  Reviewed by Administrative Committee December 10, 2001.

Memorandum of Understanding with Idaho Department of Lands to Receive Grant Funding – Brant Kucera
The City applied for Community Enhancement Transportation funds in September to landscape the Wren Property and for tree plantings along Highway 95/8.  The grant application was for $12,780 with a City match of $2,200 in staff and volunteer time.  Idaho Department of Lands awarded the full amount of the grant November 30, 2001.  The City must enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with IDL in order to receive reimbursement for purchases.  Reviewed by Public Works/Finance December 10, 2001.

DeSantis Lot Line Adjustment – Plaskon
Gail and Mark DeSantis purchased a five-acre piece of land adjacent to their home site at 1221 Highland Drive and are in the process of purchasing an additional 3.8 acres.  The five-acre and the 3.8 acre pieces of land cannot be considered as individual separate legal lots nor together as one legal lot because they do not have public right-of-way access as required by code.  They may be recognized as part of the DeSantis house lot; therefore, this would be considered a lot merger of three contiguous pieces of land. Consideration of Ordinance Annexing Properties Surrounded by the City of Moscow – Joel Plaskon
The annexation policy states that, “property located adjacent to the City shall be annexed when a)  The property is completely surrounded by the City.”  The parcels of land described in the ordinance include all such parcels that are surrounded by the City of Moscow.  At the December 3, 2001, Council Meeting, eight ordinances dealing with eight parcels of land were approved for annexation.  One parcel remains to be considered on second reading.  Reviewed by Administrative Committee December 17, 2001.
