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Fire Station #3 is needed to help Moscow retain it's favorable fire rating
from the Idaho Surveying and Rating Bureau, but more importantly allow
faster response time to fire and medical emergencies in North Moscow, the
Viola area and other rural sites north of Moscow.

e six equipment bays
¢ a third ambulance and heavy-rescue
vehicle in addition to fire engines
(doubles capacity)
e housing for 8 resident volunteer
fire fighters
e fire department business and
administrative offices
e training facility
